A Word from the Pastor about Church Membership

If you attend Grace Presbyterian Church regularly for worship and perhaps other events, if you support
Grace Presbyterian Church financially, if you had a pastoral emergency and I would be the minister you
called, then perhaps you want to consider formally joining as a member of our congregation.
