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In Person Worship Resumes Sunday, March 7, at 11:00 a.m. 
We are resuming in person worship on Sunday, March 7, at 11:00 a.m.  Those worshipping 
must still wear masks throughout the service and observe the physical distancing of six 
feet.  We also ask that everyone arrive between 10:45 a.m. and 10:55 a.m.  Come via the 
doors that lead directly into the sanctuary on either the east or west side, quickly take a 
bulletin from the table near the door, leave an offering if you have one, sanitize your hands, 
and find a seat.  Do not approach other people who are already seated.  Wave a friendly 
hello to other people you may see before the service and during the Passing of the Peace.  
At about 10:57, Pastor Mike Krech will make some announcements for those in the 
sanctuary.  We will ring the bell calling us to worship at 11:00 a.m.  When the service is 
over, Mike will lead the way to the outdoors, weather permitting.  Please also leave the 
sanctuary then and visit with others outdoors, still wearing masks.  We still cannot offer the 
services of the nursery, nor any other in person activities at the church during the week, at 
least for now. 
 
The worship service will be live streamed at the church website, www.grace-pres.org.  Soon 
after the live service is concluded, the video of the service will be posted to the website for 
on demand viewing.  We encourage members to carefully make their own decisions about 
coming to worship.  It is still safer to stay home, but we do think that with precautions 
worshiping together is a reasonable decision.  If you do come to worship, you must follow 
the guidelines.  Please do not create tension and anxiety by refusing to do so. 
 
As in person worship resumes we will be at the Third Sunday in Lent.  Our Lenten worship 
pattern is more penitential, and you might say, austere.  There is no organ prelude or 
postlude, and our hymns focus primarily upon the cross and following Christ.  This Lenten 
“mood” comports well with our gradual, tentative moving out from the “hibernation” of 
January and February.  It will be good to be together IF we all follow the rules.
